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PREAMBLE

1. The Canadian Association for Parish Nursing Ministries (CAPNM) will support, endorse and/or promote fundraising and special events benefiting the association providing they meet certain criteria. 
2. The following guidelines are intended to provide direction to any group or organization requesting support in promoting a fundraiser or event that will benefit the association. 
3.  These guidelines are intended to protect CAPNM’s reputation and credibility by avoiding any real or potential conflict of interest with the mission and values. 
SCOPE 

1. These guidelines apply to any fundraising or special event where CAPNM may benefit from the following:

· financial support 

· gift-in-kind support (a gift of goods or services)

· joint relationships or partnerships to raise funds and/or awareness

GUIDING PRINCIPLES

1. CAPNM will support/endorse fundraising and special events that are consistent with the association’s mission, values and organizational priorities.

2. CAPNM will support corporate partnerships and relationships where the company is in good standing, and has an appropriate reputation match and strategic fit with the association.

3. CAPNM will support relationships/partnerships that do not conflict with existing guidelines or position statements or contravene the by-laws, procedures, association rules or policies.
4. CAPNM’s name or logo (alone or in combination with a co-branded partnership logo) may not be used without permission. 

4.1. Permission to use the CAPNM logo will be granted on a case by case basis by the Board of Directors.
5. CAPNM will support/endorse fundraising events that meet these guidelines by:

· allowing/supporting internal promotion of the event using the membership list, e-mail system and other communication tools internal to the CAPNM membership
· providing information about CAPNM or specific programs or services to be used in promotional material 

· encouraging attendance at the event by a member(s) 

6. CAPNM will not support/endorse special events or fundraising programs that do not appropriately reflect the mission and values of CAPNM or present a positive image for the professions of nursing, ministry and parish nursing. 
6.1. Generally, CAPNM will not approve/endorse events that:
· require financing from CAPNM
· involve an external fundraiser or telemarketer and/or involve an agreement to raise funds on a commission, bonus or percentage basis 

· require CAPNM’s explicit endorsement or marketing of a commercial product or service 

· refer to tobacco, or alcohol, or  have, in the title, these companies as presenting (title) sponsors 
· promote high-risk gaming such as VLTS, scratch and win tickets. 

- This does not apply to charitable raffles, 50/50 draws, which are typically considered to present limited risk to participants
· may present or may be perceived to present considerable risk to public health and/or safety

· fail to comply with any law. 

LEGAL POLICIES

1. CAPNM is not liable for any injuries sustained by event volunteers or participants related to an event and cannot assume any type of liability for events. 
2. Event planners are responsible for obtaining any necessary permits, licenses or insurance required. 
3. Event publicity is the responsibility of the event organizers. CAPNM may support publicity at its discretion. 
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
